1. Call to Order

2. WIA Grants
Efrain Silva said that a remedial plan is needed in response to the audit. He mentioned that there is a dispute with funds for the Diesel and Electronics Repair, and those programs will need an extension. Jose Macias reported that he will be the Case Manager for the Diesel, Protective Services, and Electronic Repair WIA programs. The Diesel and Protective Services grants may be renewed. Four students in the Protective Services program need to complete their internships. There is an issue with unemployment benefits. Jose explained that IVC is to conduct follow up on job leads and to assist the County in placement, but we are not responsible for actual placement. Cindy Diaz reported that the students’ files are all set. Patricia Robles mentioned that Susie Luna has been hired as the new B-GREEN secretary and that the B-GREEN staff will be moving into the 1600 Building.
