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Minutes
1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 10:05 am by Gonzalo Huerta.

2. Introductions

All persons in attendance introduced themselves.

3. Career Technical Education Programs (TOP Codes)
A draft of Applied Sciences programs was handed out.  The Chancellor’s Office determines the TOP Codes for Applied Sciences programs throughout the State.
Gonzalo Huerta explained that there are different funding sources available to supplement the programs’ budgets.  They include CTE One-Time funds (pending approval from the State), VTEA/Carl D. Perkins funds, and Basic Skills monies (controlled by the Office of Academic Services/Instruction).
4. Program Review to Meet Ed Code 78016
A one-page program review update summary must be completed.  A copy of the California Education Code Section 78016 was handed out.  It explains that vocational programs must review their programs every two years.



Program Review for Carl D. Perkins (RFP)
2007-2008 is a “Year of Transition” for the Carl D. Perkins plan.  Program review will only determine prioritization for the next five-year local plan; it will not determine discontinuance of programs.
5. Review/Realignment of CTE Building (Measure L)
Page 504 of the Measure L ballot lists the new programs that lack infrastructure and need to be included - Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration, Building Construction, and Electrical Wiring.
In addition, the Hospitality part of the building will need to be replaced with another program.  The program reviews will help determine which programs need infrastructure.  A decision needs to be made by November 30, 2007 so that the plans can begin prior to Spring 2009.


6. Career Fair – Monday, October 8th
The Career Fair/College & University Day will be held on Monday, October 8th.  Please let Joe Espinoza know of any community representative that may be interested in being a part of this Career Fair and upcoming expos.
