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Minutes
1. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 10:02 am by Gonzalo Huerta.

2. Introductions

3. Review of Minutes of Sept. 7, 2007
The minutes of September 7, 2007 were reviewed.  No changes were made.
4. Program Reviews
Gonzalo Huerta stated that he was informed that data needed for program reviews will not be available until mid-October.  He suggested following the 2004 program reviews as a guideline.  Program Review updates are due in February.
5. Carl D. Perkins/VTEA RFP
The VTEA RFP forms (yellow) are due by Monday, October 15th.  Note: The RFP is for program improvement and/or expansion for the next four years.

A (purple) form titled 2007-2008 VTEA Activity Funding Form was included in the agenda packet as a reference.  Funded programs use this form to describe VTEA-funded activities.
6. Realignment of CTE Building (Measure L)
There is urgency in prioritizing programs for the realignment of the Hospitality section of the Career Technical Building, which measures about 4500 sq. ft. (refer to the right section of the floor plan).
The new plans for that section must be submitted to the architect by, Friday, October 5th.  Therefore, it was announced that all of the facility needs are due to Applied Sciences by Wednesday, September 26th; a CTE Building Realignment Form will be emailed shortly (equivalent to item #11 of the VTEA RFP form).  This fast track is due to the fact that we now have the capacity to sell the bonds in December.  The plan is to complete both buildings simultaneously.

Gonzalo Huerta reported that in the fall 2005 there were three programs were started without having the needed facilities or equipment.  Prior to that, the Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration (aka HVAC) Program was also started without facilities or equipment; Room 1101 was remodeled from a Tool Room to the HVAC Room to accommodate this need.

Robin Staton said that the Alcohol and Studies Program is in need of a large classroom with three break-out rooms.

Becky Green said that CFCS currently has no classrooms and is in need of classrooms with sliding walls.

Kathy Berry will use State funds to redo the College Center.  Culinary Arts could be included in that area/building if it is decided to go forward with that program.

Diedre Pollock-Blevins said that the EMT Paramedics and Fire and Nursing Programs are in need of space; they all currently share space.  The Paramedics classes have to do their scenarios in the hallway.

The new Science Building will have an Ag/Soils/Biology wet lab and an Ag Plants/Botany wet lab, as well as other Biology labs.  Patrick Pauley added that he would like to bring back Ag Field Day.
M/S/C Pauley/Pollock-Blevins to redesign the said area for multipurpose classrooms with movable partitions.  M/S/C Rodgers/Green to table the discussion until after all facility needs are received in writing.  (1 Nay, Pauley) Gonzalo Huerta stressed that this Applied Sciences group will review the submittals and make a recommendation as a group.
Next Meeting
Another meeting has been scheduled for Friday, September 28th at 10:00 am in the Board Room to review and prioritize all of the submitted facility needs and to provide a recommendation to Kathy Berry for the redesign of the Hospitality section of the Career Technical Building floor plan.
7. Other

Assembly Bill Regarding Prison Education

Zack Steinhaus reported that an Assembly Bill recently passed that allows prisons to provide college credit courses in prison without making them open enrollment.  Courses such as Anger Management could be provided to prisoners ready to be released and also to prison employees.  Robin Staton said that she plans to attend a State Conference that will talk about this subject.
Region 10 Mini-Grant
Gonzalo Huerta asked if anyone was interested in applying for a $5,000 Region 10 Mini-Grant to submit their application to Applied Sciences by Friday, October 26th.  Programs could request the funds for projects that impact the region, such as the creation of a regional program brochure or the organization of a regional program conference.  Region 10 encompasses the San Diego and Imperial Counties.
Program Advisory Committees
Gonzalo Huerta requested that an updated membership list and meeting information of all program advisory committees.  The Accreditation Team wants to assure that all program advisory committees be active.
