SAM Codes and TOP Codes are important due to the performance levels that will be reported via Core Indicator Reports.  During the creation, submission, and approval of curriculum, it is very important that SAM and TOP Codes are entered correctly.  Carl Perkins will also be looking at enrollment during census and final grades.
Third Party Assessment
There is presently debate on the subject of third party assessment to validate performance levels.  Gonzalo Huerta will be involved in the debate during his monthly SDICCCA Occupational Deans’ Consortium Meetings, during the VTEA Statewide TOP Code 0900 CCCCO Advisory Committee Meetings, and other meetings on the subject of Program Performance Indicators.  He mentioned that certification exam results and licensure exam results many times are not available to us or CCCCO to report on success rates and completers.  Gonzalo Huerta mentioned that there is an increased need for institutional research so that CTE programs can respond to the CCCCO’s Core Indicator Reports.  He will discuss this need with Gary Rodgers, Interim Superintendent/President and with Kathy Berry, VP for Academic Services.
