Academic Calendar

Education Code Section 79020; Title 5, Section 55700 et seq., 58142

The academic calendar is determined through negotiations and is adopted by the Board of Trustees.  The academic year consists of 175 days of instruction plus two non-instruction service days (fall orientation and commencement).  
The academic calendar includes the following legal holidays:

New Year's Day (January 1)

Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Day (Third Monday in January)

Lincoln Day (February 12 or see Note below)

Washington Day (Third Monday in February)

Memorial Day (Last Monday in May)

Independence Day (July 4)

Labor Day (First Monday in September)

Veterans Day (November 11 or see Note below)

Thanksgiving Day  (Fourth Thursday in November)

December 25
In addition to the legal holidays, the college observes the following days as paid holidays for the classified bargaining unit members:

Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday of Spring Recess

Friday following Thanksgiving Day


December 24

New Year’s Eve (December 31)

Four additional days during the winter break, as determined by the college

When a holiday listed above occurs on a Sunday, the following workday not a holiday shall be deemed to be the holiday in lieu of the day observed.  When a holiday listed above occurs on a Saturday, the preceding workday not a holiday shall be deemed to be the holiday in lieu of the day observed.

Note: The college refers to Education Code 79020 for laws regulating the scheduling of Lincoln Day, Veterans Day, and holidays that fall on weekends.
