“To prepare students for jobs, four year colleges, and better
serve the community by training nurses, law enforcement, and
construction trades by building a new science and technology
facility, modernizing all buildings, removing asbestos; upgrading
security, improving student safety, repairing leaky roofs, plumbing,
air conditioning; upgrading wiring for computer technology,
shall the Imperial Community College District issue $58,600,000

in bonds at legal rates, with guaranteed annual audits, a citizens’

oversight committee and no money for administrator’s salaries?”

The Imperial Valley College campus has been transformed into an energy-
efficient 21st century transportation and education hub for Imperial County.

Measure L bond work completed during 2009 incorporated traffic
flow improvements with a campus expansion plan centered around
completion of a state-of the art science building. All of this has been tied
together with desert landscaping and student walkways that have greatly
enhanced the aesthetics of the 100-acre campus.

While most of the funding has come through the
$58.6 million Measure L bond issue approved by
voters in 2004, these funds have been leveraged for
transportation improvements in partnerships with
the Federal Department of Transportation and the
Imperial County Transportation Commission.

Because of these partnerships and IVC's prudent
use of the Measure L funding, the Imperial
Valley College Expansion, Mobility and
Sustainability Program was selected to
receive the Southern California Association
of Governments'2010 Compass Blueprint
Recognition Award for Visionary Planning
for prosperity. The association’s jury of
planning experts took special note of IVC's innovative
and comprehensive approach to sustainability and mobility.

The 70,000 square foot two-story science building, opened to students
in January 2010. This building will become the first LEED certified science
building in Southern California and the first publicly-owned LEED certi-
fied building in Imperial County. It contains 700 classroom seats spread
among 12 laboratories, 9 classrooms and a 124 seat lecture hall.

Additionally, there is a 69-seat hi-tech planetarium. All of the instructional
spaces in the building are equipped with “Smart” classroom technology,
including video projection equipment, ceiling-mounted document
cameras and touch screen controls in lecterns.

Additional Measure L projects enhanced energy efficiency throughout
the campus as well as improved traffic flow. These projects included new
energy efficient sloped roofing throughout the campus, new perimeter
access roads, expanded parking and replacement of a sewer lift station.

The Measure L work is a very solid beginning to a major campus moderniza-
tion program that will be implemented over the next decade. As this 10-year
facilities expansion plan continues, a number of future funding sources are
being evaluated. These include public-private partnerships, matching funds
from county, federal and state sources as well as General Obligation Bond.

The demand for higher education in Imperial Valley remains very high.
Enrollment at IVC is skyrocketing as local students seek access to jobs that
pay well, improve the local economy, and provide a better life for their
families. We need to maintain our investment in the College and expand
the opportunities for our community into the future.
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
