STRENGTHS AND CHALLENGES
· The Exercise Science, Wellness and Sport Division is a well-balanced program addressing each of the graduation, transfer, vocational and developmental missions of our college.  

· Health education and lifetime fitness knowledge and skills are presented to every IVC student, maximizing their potential to realize a long, prosperous existence.

· Aquatics, individual and team sports, dance, aerobics, strength training, coaching theory, sports psychology among others, lend to the educational enrichment we provide through physical modalities.

· Our facilities and equipment are key to providing quality instruction.  Many of the facilities serve double duty as both classrooms and in collegiate athletic venues. 

· The steady improvement of these facilities combined with the purchase of new, innovative equipment has helped us provide quality educational opportunities to increasing numbers of students and others.  

· The full-time and adjunct instructors are dedicated and committed to excellence allows a relatively small division to serve the comprehensive needs of a growing, vibrant community college. 
· The Fitness Center is being utilized as a valued resource beyond its instructional and activity capabilities.  Students, faculty, staff and administration now have access to this superbly equipped facility.  We have been able to expand both our strength and cardiovascular tools to meet nearly every need.   
· Establish effective lines of communication with the Associated Student Government, all entities engaged in Collegial Shared Governance, Administration, and the Board of Trustees. 

· We have hired a full-time aquatic instructor.  That enabled our department to offer a full spectrum of swimming, water safety instructor and life guarding classes so as to meet community needs.

· Servicing a whole new student population with the addition of the adapted instructor.

· The addition of the Athletic Counselor helped us come into compliance with the COA guidelines. 
Challenges 
· We still need to hire a Fitness Center Coordinator to serve as a liaison to the greater overall community bringing disparate factions onto campus pursuing physical and health training, physical assessment, etc.  
· To incorporate the appropriate technology to facilitate instruction.

· Current demands on facilities, equipment and personnel will be assessed so as to optimize usage.

· PE 100 Classroom  ( the instructional component of this required class is desperately in need of an on-site classroom.

· Gymnasium Floor ( the main playing surface of the gymnasium floor has dead spots in a number of key areas.  The continual progression of this deterioration will lead to hazardous and unplayable conditions.  This must be addressed as soon as possible.
· Restroom Facilities  ( the construction of restroom facilities serving the men(s baseball/soccer fields and the women(s softball/soccer fields is paramount.  Subjecting student/athletes, coaches and community supporters to portable facilities with no handicapped accessibility speaks poorly of our college.  

· Lighting for Night Play and Classes  ( the extreme heat of the Imperial Valley subjects our student/athletes to physical and health challenges which are problematic.  Lighting of our outdoor playing facilities would serve to both enhance the educational experience while giving the community a greater opportunity to participate in that process.  This improvement is most necessary and long overdue.
· Water Fountain in Fitness Center  ( this would allow student to quench their thirst without leaving the facility.  This has been an on-going goal.

· Men(s & Women(s PE Locker Rooms and Bathrooms Remodeling  ( each facility is in need of complete remodeling.  Lockers, shower facilities and bathrooms need immediate attention.   

· Dance Room Instructional Capabilities  ( this room has evolved into a multi-purpose instructional facility servicing nearly every student at one time or another.  The installation of permanent instructional technology is warranted.  This has been an on-going goal.   

· Composite Surface for Track  ( providing students and athletes with a safe, consistent surface for classes and athletic training.  This would be instrumental in meeting community requests for the establishment of a men(s and women(s track and field program.  Undetermined number of our local athletes migrate to other community colleges because we do not offer this program.  

· Golf Driving Range & Putting Green  ( the establishment of an on campus facility for golf classes, including a lighted driving range and putting green has been an on-going goal.  This would undoubtedly be a popular facility addressing both curricular and extra-curricular demands.   

· Cardiovascular & Strength Machine Repair/Replacement  ( increased budgeting for aging equipment in need of repair and/or replacement is paramount as the Fitness Center traffic continues to increase.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
During the Fall, 2004 semester, the Imperial Valley College Academic Senate, took the leadership for developing institutional student learning outcomes.  Throughout the following process, division members have contributed both as facilitators and participants.  This process began with a faculty wide presentation during Fall faculty orientation on the basic tenets of student learning outcomes.  Between October, 2004 and January, 2005, workshops were conducted for faculty on 1. an introduction to student learning outcomes; 2. authentic assessment; 3. classroom assessment techniques and learning styles; and 4. institutional student learning outcomes.  These activities included brainstorming sessions to develop a list of potential institutional student learning outcomes.  Out of these discussions, the following five outcomes have been articulated by faculty:

2. Global/Multi-cultural Awareness

3. Communication Skills

4. Information Literacy

5. Analytical/Critical Thinking
Our division will be working with the Academic Senate to assist in the application of these institutional student learning outcomes to our specific academic programs.

STUDENT SUPPORT SERVICES:  EXERCISE SCIENCE/WELLNESS & SPORTS
Students need the guidance of Counselors for the Exercise Science/Wellness and Sports to help emphasize the need for a healthy body.  Not only for the Wellness aspect but the financial burden of treating an ailment after the fact instead of promoting prevention initially.  Health Education and Lifetime Exercise Science are requirements for a reason, and that is to inform and prepare these students for the need to complete this area of their education.

8. ACADEMIC STANDARDS:  EXERCISE SCIENCE/WELLNESS & SPORTS
Each instructor in the Exercise Science/Wellness & Sport Division attends professional conferences, seminars, and workshops on a regular basis.  The curriculum, research and information garnered on the academic side are further enhanced by regular attendance at athletic clinics.  Our instructors apply the latest most relevant knowledge and techniques in exercise science, Kinesiology and bio-mechanics to both teams and classes.  Methodology is reviewed both formally in division meetings and informally through our close cooperative associations.

Serving as the ultimate liaison between the student-athletes, their coaches, instructors, and support staff, this individual will also position our athletes to meet all academic standards and requirements - NCAA Division I, Division II, Division III and/or N.A.I.A.  An on-site tutorial facility is necessary for the success of this mission.  Transfer of all qualified student-athletes to scholarship offering colleges( and universities will benefit our students while enhancing the visibility and viability of our program and college.

With the hiring of the Academic Counselor our student-athletes will be serviced through progress checks, grade checks and Individual Educational Plan.  Progression towards graduation requirements will be maintained to optimize the choices our athletes have to continue their education.
