~ ASSISTANCE — WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

Low- and middle-income students whao are

U.S. citizens or eligible non-citizens enrolled at
Imperial Valtey College should apply. Students
must be in good academic standing, and must be
determined by the IVC Financial Aid Office to be
in “financial need.” There is a standard student
budget, which includes all estimated costs of
attending IVC. Financial need is determined

by calculating the difference between the

costs and what you and/or your family can
afford to pay. There are many types of financiat
assistance, including both federal and state
grants, scholarships, fee waivers, and work
study. Approximately 80% of the students at [VC .
receive some type of financial assistance to help
them pursue their academic goals.

WHEN To APPLY?

You may apply at any time. However, be aware
that financial aid is awarded for an academic
year (Example — 2007-2008) and must be
renewed each year. All students are strongly
encouraged to apply for financial assistance
between January 1.and March 2.
