	Six (6) of the students did extremely well in this course, thus earning an “A” in the class.  They were able to: 1) Identify and Describe the purpose of a fair cost estimate; 2) Identify and describe the advantages and disadvantages of a joint venture; and 3) Analyze and describe the advantages of value engineering in a large project. These students maintained a 4.0 average throughout the course.

Six (6) of the students achieved and met requirements above normal expectations in this class.  They earned a “B” in this course by demonstrating the ability to: 1) Identify and Describe the purpose of a fair cost estimate; 2) Identify and describe the advantages and disadvantages of a joint venture; and 3) Analyze and describe the advantages of value engineering in a large project. These students maintained a 3.0 average throughout the course.

One (1) of the students met requirements of this course and satisfied class requirements, thus earning a “C” in this class.  He (student)  was also able to demonstrate the ability and met most of objectives such as: 1) Identify and Describe the purpose of a fair cost estimate; 2) Identify and describe the advantages and disadvantages of a joint venture; and 3) Analyze and describe the advantages of value engineering in a large project. His participation was superb however, some test scores affected his overall grade but above all, passed the class satisfactorily.

There were no drops, fails, or “W”s in the class.

The class earned a 3.38 overall GPA in the class.
