	3. Data results

	For this assessment, the students were given 6 questions in which they were to identify the organizing structure.  The overall pass for all five sections was 3.70 out of 6, or 61%.  

Out of all the questions, the most surprising result was for the question that had to cause/effect pattern.  Though it was expected that a high percentage of students would have not been able to readily identify this pattern, in fact, quite a high number of students got this question correct. Students didn’t do as well with the other patterns (listing, sequencing, comparison) though these seem far more straight forward.

	The section on patterns of organization comes at the end of the term, usually during the two weeks before the end of the course. This is a skill that can be difficult even for native-speaking students and must be developed over time and with more experience in reading.  If possible, it would be beneficial to introduce the information sooner in the course giving students more time to practice identifying the patterns of organization in multiple readings.
