	ILO 2. Critical Thinking: As part of assessing ILO 2, students were required to complete four homework assignments which included population pyramids, finding geographic places according to longitude and latitude, preparing demographic transition charts.
ILO 3. Personal Responsibility: Personal responsibility was assessed by requiring students to complete four homework assignments and turn them in on time. Attendance, class participation from assigned reading from textbook.

ILO 5. In assessing student’s awareness of global cultural and ethnic diversity, students were tested on exams on chapters such as language, religion, political systems, folk and popular culture.
