Communication skills and global awareness are the main two skills that are assessed in the program.  It is evident that although personal responsibility skills are expected, our classes are not assessing this skill.  We will be altering course-level SLOs to assess personal responsibility in our courses.  This is the first time we have created this grid, consequently, there is no previous grid to compare it to.
