	Outcome 1: Students were able to write about making mock travel plans using appropriate vocabulary and structures.
Outcome 2: Students participated in small group discussion centered on food preparation and consumption that were monitored by the instructor.  The instructor also assisted students by answering any questions that came up during the exercise.

	Outcome 1: Students’ appropriate use of vocabulary and structures to make and discuss travel plans was adequately assessed by the assigned composition.  Additional focus on specific travel-related grammar points, such as the use of prepositions with destinations, is recommended to increase student linguistic accuracy.  More questions need to be assigned to solicit greater use of acquired knowledge.
Outcome 2: Instructor monitoring of student group discussions was effective in assessing student ability on the assigned task.  Additional time to perform the assignment is considered to be necessary to allow for more thorough assessment.
