	3. Data Results
Briefly summarize the results of the data you collected.
	Enrolled in two sections of PD 120 there were 90 students and 8 students dropped leaving us with 82 students.  The following stats were for the 3 SLO’s identified on 1st page:
Outcome 1 was to identify 10 student services on IVC Campus on final exam (.5pt/student service= 5pts possible): (Pre/Post Survey didn’t serve as measure because of late/adds).

39 students earned all 5pts, 6 students earned 4.5 pts,20 students earned 4pts,4 students earned 3.5 pts, 4 students earned 3pts, 1 student earned 1pt and 8 students didn’t take final!

Conclusion: 84% could identify 70% of 10 campus resources and 16% scored below 70% which includes 8 students that didn’t take final.

Outcome 2:  Identify 3 study tips:

1st class: 32 students earned all 3pts possible, 2 earned 2pts on final with 1pt possible for each study tip identified = 34 students took exam.

2nd class: 40 students weren’t assessed on the correct SLO: They were asked to identify 3 tips on how to take notes: 30 students earned 3pts, 1 student earned 2pts, 4 students earned 1pt and 0 students earned 0pts.
Conclusion: 39% could identify 100% of study tips, the rest scored below because they earned below 2pts or weren’t assessed on this measure.

Outcome 3: Identify their short and/or long term goal:
71 students identified short and/or long term goals by assessing their Journal and Student Educational Plans (SEP’s)

Conclusion: 86% identified a short/long term goal and 14 % didn’t identify goals.

	4. Course / Program ImprovementPlease describe what change(s) you plan to implement based on the above results.
	I believe that our outcomes are what we believed an A-C grade, but we did hope for 100% in our assessment measures because we were hoping that the activities would provide the necessary information for our measures to be 100%.  We will use the same activities and the purpose of this course is to have students acquire the necessary skills to be successful in their college experience.

	5. Next Year (Optional)          Was the process effective?  Will you change the outcome/ assessment for next year? (e.g., alter the SLO, assessment, faculty discussion process, strategy for providing SLO to student)? If so, how?


	The process was effective, but I believe that making sure that all faculty teaching this course must be on the same page at all times.  I mean every instructor is unique in their style of teaching, but I feel it is important that all measures either are the same in order to get accurate data or that the activities to measure outcomes are all the same.  How is this done?  Well, the coordinator for this course should have monthly or bi-weekly meetings to check in with activities that will give us the necessary data to measure each outcome.  
The assessments for these outcomes were predetermined, but not all were originally used because they didn’t assess all students originally enrolled because of late add and/or drops within the semester.  Also, the measures were only to assess these skills for some cases it didn’t mean that students passed the class with all A-C grades these simply mean that they acquired these skills or knowledge that hopefully will assist them in acquiring “College Success Skills”.

I don’t know who will be involved with coordination of the PD 120 for fall 2010, but one thing is certain is that the common activity of “Scavenger Hunt” for identifying campus Resources is fun and students enjoy it, but that the pre/post survey needs to be given after late registration within the start of semester in order to get better results for Outcome 1 and that new measures other than exam should be thought of in order assess Outcome 2 and maybe develop a rubric for Journal Entry activity.  Their needs to be more team work early on about activities and assessment measures.

	It was a challenge for two part time faculty counselors to take on this challenge, but it was a great way to assist students in becoming successful in all their academic goals.  The hardest challenge I believe is that it is difficult to remember to do all the assessment cycle when the instructors are adjuncts, but the best thing to remember is that this process identifies the weaknesses in the curriculum in order, to correct it and make a true learning experience for the student.  This is an excellent way to adjust what is being taught, but also how it is being taught.
