	Seven (7) of the students met course requirements excelling academically and earned an “A” in this course. They were able to: 1) Describe and list the various steps and stages of the concrete pouring and finishing in order, to understand the order of operations; 2) Identify the essential tools of a cement mason and analyze and describe their importance; 3) Calculate concrete quantities using the following formula LXWXD/27=cu.Yds.in order to place actual orders; and 4) Identify three mix types along with the P.S.I strength of each. 

Three (3) students met course requirements and earned a “B” in the course.  They also were able to: 1) Describe and list the various steps and stages of the concrete pouring and finishing in order, to understand the order of operations; 2) Identify the essential tools of a cement mason and analyze and describe their importance; 3) Calculate concrete quantities using the following formula LXWXD/27=cu.Yds.in order to place actual orders; and 4) Identify three mix types along with the P.S.I strength of each.

Only one (1) student performed at a satisfactory level, met requirements and earned a “C” in the course.  There was only one student that withdrew from the course.

The class earned an overall GPA of 3.27.
