	The success rates seemed satisfactory to the instructors of CIS 101, except for the Web Evaluation Assignment percentages on which students had a success rate of 68.7%.  The course is often taken by students who are still taking basic skill level courses in English.  Since the Web evaluation assignment requires demonstration of college level reading and writing skills, these basic skill students often struggle with this assignment.

The faculty decided the best course of action is to continue to meet with the basic skills committee to define strategies for improved student success.
