Fifteen (15) students enrolled in the Fall 2010 SPCH 110 Advanced Oral Communication class were required to test on the principles of Parliamentary Procedure. 

 4 scored 10/10 on the quiz

 6 scored 9/10 on the quiz
 2 scored 8/10 on the quiz

 3 scored 7/10 on the quiz
The actual meeting presentation was much better. All students received all points for their participation and leadership role while conducting the meeting. The phenomenon was like that of those in regular speech classes—hearing the same concepts repeated a dozen times from their peers—enabled those who were not initially as proficient as others to literally learn from their peers and score a much higher grade.
