Please describe what change(s) you plan to implement based on the above results.
	One hundred fourteen students wrote a case for a debate on the proposition side of a debate. This process included crafting a sound proposition and then defending that proposition’s validity with two fully supported reasons.
The results showed a marked improvement in actual debates using the completed cases-over previous debates where no case was developed prior to the debate. 

82 students successfully defended their reasons using all previously discussed supporting materials.

19 students used all but one cite-able support.
13 students used all but two types of citations for support.
