Briefly summarize the results of the data.
	Data was collected from a final packet that was given to the students.  Students were expected to fill in information regarding differrent number patterns and letter patterns.  Differences in movement and palm orientation were often key to understanding different patterns.
Of the 40 students enrolled in AMSL 104, 47.5% received 90% or higher on the packet; 20% received 80 – 89.9%; 10% received 70-79.9%; 7.5% received 60-69.9%; 15% received less than 60%.  Overall, 77.5% received a grade of 70% or higher.  

The students who received less than 70% either did not complete the packet or only partially completed it.  No one who completed the entire packet received less than 70%.

	The high rate of non-participation in the packet would indicates to me that perhaps another assessment tool would be more effective. I think the assessment tool should be changed to a quiz or an exam, as everyone participates in these activities.  This would be a change to the tool, not to the curriculum.

	ILO #1 and ILO #2 were the outcomes associated with this SLO.  ILO #1 is realted due to the direct impact it has on communication skills. The students are learning number patterns specific to American Sign Language, so they can effectively communicate in the target language.
The students must emply critical thinking to distinguish which pattern is appropriate for each different use of the number. For example,  students must understand cardinal v ordinal numbers, and distinguish between the different patterns that indicate which type of number is being signed.
