Consideration much be given to the desired outcome, the media and a variety of elements such as line, shadow, form, etc in order to create a successful piece. 

2. Personal Responsibility: The course is heavily reliant on personal responsibility.  As would happen in a work place environment students are required to notify the instructor before any absence or they will not receive an opportunity to complete the next week’s assignment.  Additionally, students are held responsible for maintaining custody of their pieces through out the semester to be placed in a portfolio that will be graded at the end of the semester. 

3. Communication Skills: As students become familiar with artistic elements they are learning in class students will be asked to write essays that respectfully analyze the work or other artists.  Their understanding of basic art concepts must be communicated in a scholarly essay about another person’s art.
