	SLO #2 – Distinguish between pathological and cultural perspectives of deafness.

	3. Data results

Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	The students were given a quiz.  One portion of the quiz listed items, associations, or actions; the students were required to identify each as representing either a cultural or a pathological perspective of Deaf people.  The quiz was administered towards the end of the semester to ensure that the students had been exposed to all of the items/etc. used in the quiz.

Of the 24 students who took the quiz, 20 of them scored 90% or more – 83.3% of the students.  Two students (8.3%) scored in 80 – 89% range, and 2 more (8.3%) scored in the 70-79% range.  No student who took the quiz scored below 70%.

All sections of this course were evaluated.

	I don’t think any changes need to be implemented at this time regarding the SLO or the manner of analyzing it.  I do think that the SLO is  important and necessary for this course: it clearly demonstrates if the student has understood the cultural perspective of deafness, which is a key goal of the course.

The one change that might occur is in the SLO quiz administration. I might administer the quiz earlier in the semester.  The quiz was administered towards the end of the semester, but could be altered to be administered towards the middle of the semester.

	This SLO is linked to ISLOs #2 and #5.  It required both analyzing the description given and applying the two different cultural models .  Students had to use their critical thinking skills to determine if the description related to a cultural or pathological perpective of deafness.  The cultural perspective raised global awareness of a different culture.
