	Outcome 1: 
Out of 56 students in sections 1 and 2, 37 students passed and 19 did not pass did not pass the assessment (or 66% passed). 

Out of 27 students in section 3, 15 passed and 12 did not pass the assessment (or 55% passed). 

Section three was taught by an adjunct instructor and the lower scores suggests that the instructor may need to spend more time on this topic in class.

	The textbooks used do not treat the topic of major or minor details.  It is essential that outside material is integrated in the course work so that students are able to learn all the objectives on the course outline.  Another option would be to replace the textbooks with more appropriate ones.

	5. Next Year       Was the process effective?  Will you change the outcome/ assessment for next year? (e.g., alter the SLO, assessment, faculty discussion process, strategy for providing SLO to student)? If so, how?

	We believe this process was effective because it illustrated that all instructors need to use the same terminology so that students learn the stated objectives of the class and that teachers are not teaching to the text.  

The assessment tool will be changed slightly to include students choosing the main idea and also to change the wording of several questions that all students seemed to have problems with.  For example of the 83 students in the three sections who took the test, 84% got number 8 incorrect, 45% number 2 and 49% number 6.  These results suggest that the wording of the question may have confused the students.
