	Three eighty-two (382) students were required to test on materials as to what constitutes a good Non-verbal delivery of a speech. 

The tests all asked questions regarding eye-contact, rate/pause and the appearance expected of the speaker.

The two fulltime instructors participated in this assignment and 4 adjunct instructors participated in this assignment.
Students will learn the components of the NONVERBAL delivery process which includes: eye contact, rate/pause, appearance.
 122 students received 95-100% of the points

  71  students received 90-94% of the points

152  students received 85-89% of the points

  14  students received 80-84% of the points

  13  students received 75-79% of the points

  10  students received less than 74% of the points

ISLO1—Students were required to test on the Delivery elements required for an effective speech. 
ISLO2—Each Student used a template of questions to ask themselves using four critical questions, prior to speaking, demonstrating the nonverbal elements of a speech:
“How is what I am doing and saying NOW-impacting me now?

How is what I am doing and saying NOW-impacting my audience now?
How is what I am doing and saying NOW-going to impact me later?

How is what I am doing and saying NOW-going to impact my audience later?”
The results are excellent.
ISL03—this assignment was required of each student for a grade of 70%, or better, in order to pass the course. They had to comply with a step-by-step process in order to fulfill this requirement. This was the precursor to subsequent speeches which helped tremendously in the preparation for those speeches. 
ISL04—Students were required attend the lecture on Delivery, research the topic of delivery, test on Delivery and be prepared to provide relevant examples to support their Delivery test answers.
ISL05—this process involved increasing their perspectives and viewpoints on the nonverbal components of a speech.
