	6. Data results

Briefly summarize the data.
	For the midterm presentation, students were asked to research and prepare a presentation about an important artist from a Spanish speaking community or country.  Students were expected to deliver their presentation at the novice/elementary level.  I used a rubric to grade their presentations.  For the purposes of assessing the communication skills or my students, I concentrated in their use of grammar and their pronunciation.   The overall results in these two aspects (grammar and pronunciation) of the midterms were that 70% of students received a B, 20% a C and 10% an F.  There were no A’s in the midterm.  However, in order to assess student improvement in their Communications skills, I used the same rubric and similar presentation for Final exam.  As a result, 40% of students received an A and 60% received a B.   I compared individual student’s results in the midterm and final and 60% of students showed improvement from midterm to Final and 40% maintain their grade.  The most dramatic improvement was a student who received an F in the midterm and was able to improve her grade all the way to a B.
