The I\VC Preschool has not yet confirmed the activity with Santa
Claus. The tentative date is Monday, November 27, 2017.

Dean Torres emphasized on the importance in holding intramural
athletic events on campus. Dean Torres held a couple of Visioning
Group meetings last Thursday with High School Counselors and
High School Principals and athletics was an area that I\VC is lacking
to promote. Dean Torres would like the Athletics® Commission to
offer intramural athletic events. Senator Limon and Senator Lyster
were asked to meet with Dean Torres to brainstorm some ideas.
