Frank also quoted from Hope's nomination:
“In addition to being an outstanding music profes-
sor at IVC, Hope directs several Imperial Valley vocal
musical groups, hand bell choirs and performance
chorales. She also gives private lessons to musical
students in the Imperial Valley who can become
outstanding teachers and performers, always
adjusting her fee so that students can learn
regardless of their economic status.”

The nomination also noted that Dr. Davis “taught
herself how to play the piano in her home country
of Jamaica because her family had no money to pay
a piano teacher. Due to her humble background
and her persistence in achieving her goals, Dr. Davis
is an incredible role model for IVC students.”

The award was inspired by the late Rafael
Santos, a 25-year IVC business professor who died
in a traffic accident in 1999. The award is presented
at the close of each academic year by the Academic
Senate to honor a faculty member for distinguished
contributions to students with the primary criterion
being the recognition of teaching excellence.
