Proposition 98
 $780 million in new Proposition 98 general fund spending for the Califor-

nia Community Colleges. 

 Apportionments  
 $175 million to support transition to a student-centered funding formula.  

The proposed formula would allocate base funds for enrollment, and 
provide additional funding in support for low-income students, as well 
as reward colleges’ progress on increasing the number of certificates and 
degrees awarded.  

 $161.2 million for a 2.51% COLA to apportionments. 

 $60 million for 1% growth in access.

Educational Services 
 $46 million to support the California College Promise (AB 19).

 $32.9 million to support the consolidation of the Full-Time Student Success Grant and the Comple-
tion Grant programs, shift to a per-unit grant, and augment grant amounts. $7.3 million for a 2.51%
