AB 3101 Simplifying CCC Apply: Would direct Chancellor to simplify data gathered via
CCC Apply to make it easier to apply to community college. Status: On Governor’s desk

SB 1406 Baccalaureate Degree Programs: Would extend current community college
baccalaureate degree program by two years, permitting students to continue to enroll
in the existing 15 programs for two years. Status: On Governor’s desk.
