	Outcome 3: Each student independently researched a human health issue of their choosing and created a PowerPoint slide show to present to the class. 
Grading was based on 3 main criteria:

· Knowledge of topic (40%)
· Quality of slide show and presentation (40%)
· Length of presentation (20%)
There were 22 students in the class and the average grade was 86%. A wide variety of topics were presented, including thyroid disease, necrosis, vitiligo, skin cancer, and schizophrenia. It was clear that students learned quite a bit about their topic and I feel this activity was a worthwhile part of the course.
