	3. Data Results
Briefly summarize the results of the data you collected.
	Outcome 2: Reading the textbook, doing the exercises, observing and analyzing video tutoring sessions, and devising ways to incorporate effective tutoring techniques requires and helps develop critical thinking skills.
There were only two students in the Spring 2010 class, and both were very much engaged in the class.  Discussions were lively and focused, with the students making suggestions as to how they could implement the principles into their tutoring sessions.  They showed by either their participation or their essay or a combination of the two that they understood how to tutor effectively.  The grade on the essay reflected how well students understood and responded to the question.  If they misunderstood the question, they obviously would get a low grade; however, that doesn’t necessarily mean that they wouldn’t know how to tutor well.

	4. Course / Program Improvement

Please describe what change(s) you plan to implement based on the above results.

	Based on the previous assessment, I incorporated a student-teacher conference mid-point in the semester to assess the students’ grasp of class content and goals (giving me an idea of what needed to be addressed/clarified in class, and giving the students an opportunity to clear up any confusion).  In this case, I was able to clarify a couple things the students had questions about.  Attending the conference was mandatory and part of the evaluation criteria for being given credit for the class, but it had no influence on the assessment for determining readiness to tutor.

	The assessment process was helpful in focusing attention on whether or not the class accomplished what it was supposed to accomplish, but it will not make a difference in how I conduct the class in the future.

	As I stated initially, making the assessment quantitative rather than qualitative does not make it better, just more complicated and distracting.  For practical purposes (making the class better for students), nothing beats personal interaction with students.  
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
