	These classes were taught by the same instructor (Hope Davis), in the same manner, and some contained similar repertoire (level of challenge, etc.).  Thus, data from both class sections were grouped together for analysis. 
   The total students completing the courses numbered 66. Of 66 total students, there were 37 students who obtained A grades (56.1%); 19 students attaining B grades (27.8%); 8 students attaining C grades (12.1%); and 2 students obtaining D grades (3%). Thus, 97% of these 2 classes achieved the delineated SLO’s for the Voice Classes with satisfactory to outstanding mastery of the skills and performance concepts.

	ILO1, ILO2, ILO3, ILO4, and ILO5 were examined in these performance courses.
ILO1 – These courses definitely depended heavily on communication in song.  Students had to sing with proper diction, expressivity, characterization, etc. in solos and ensemble repertoire of varying moods.

ILO2 – Students adequately demonstrated critical thinking skills when they had to prepare solos and deliver them to to in-class and public audiences in fine style.  They had to be focused, professional, and really communicate.

ILO3 – Students demonstrated personal responsibility when they prepared solo repertoire for performance.  They had to practice extensively outside of class time, and they had to memorize the words of their songs and their melodies. 

ILO4 – Students watched videos of advanced singing techniques, and the instructor provided many lectures about healthy singing styles, and demonstrated singing performance.  Thus their information literacy increased dramatically.

ILO5 – students presented solo repertoire from a variety of different genres, styles, and countries too.  Additionally, the instructor ensured that class ensemble songs were a broad variety, and included songs in various languages such as Spanish, English, Hebrew, Swahili, Zulu, Italian, and more. Thus, their global awareness increased.
