	5. Results

Briefly summarize the data.
	As part of a lab on blood and blood typing, students worked in small groups on a worksheet that contained various critical-thinking questions and had them apply data from a blood-typing experiment.
For example, after determining the blood type of “Mr. Smith” using simulated blood, they had to answer the question, “If Mr. Smith needed a blood transfusion, what blood type(s) could he safely receive?”

Some other blood questions on the worksheet were:

· Why can a person receive platelets donated by anyone, but must receive a particular type of whole blood?

· If a patient is treated using a drug that reduces the rate of cell division, how might the patient's white blood cell count change? How should the patient's environment be modified to compensate for the effects of these changes?

· Researchers are developing several types of chemicals to be used as temporary red blood cell substitutes. What are several key characteristics that a red blood cell substitute should have? 
· The hormone Erythropoietin is available as a prescription drug. Why should this drug be a banned substance in athletic competitions?

The worksheet was worth 15 pts and the average score for 24 students was 13.2 (88%).
