	No direct changes, though we will explore making the transition between the “fun” part of class and the more serious, deadline-driven requirements of the final project more clear, as many of the students came up short only at the end, when the deadlines were not met and there was a lack of communication between the students and the teacher.  A stronger emphasis on researching—including direct interviewing of sources—will be made.

The editing and publishing are connected to communication (ILO1), and the deadlines are central to personal responsibility (ILO3).
