	6. Data results

Briefly summarize the data.
	For all 3 SLOs, three instructors collected data and were involved in grading students.

Care plan: Students were allowed a practice care plan prior to the grading of the actual assignment. Students worked well at getting the concrete information, but had more difficulty with patient data collection to support diagnoses and rationales for lab values and medications. All students were able to develop a care plan that was graded at least 79%, with grades ranging from 11.9 to 15 of 15 points. 
Communication: Based on the communication section of the Clinical Asst Form, all students met the requirement of at least 15 of 20 points. This measures verbal (one-to-one and group), written, and electronic documentation. 

Nursing Care-OB: Of 26 students, 24 met the goal of at least 15 of 20 points for this section of the assessment tool. Of the two who did not, one failed the class and the other had a 76% GPA. Both provided safe care, but did not display the level of expertise expected in this area. The other students all scored between 15 to 19 of 20 points.

	Care plan development: When developing a care plan, the student must review a patient’s chart, do a physical assessment on the patient, and research the health care problem and nursing solutions. The student must then develop a nursing diagnosis and identify goals and the methods to be used to reach the goals. This requires critical thinking based on knowledge acquisition and application. When developing a care plan, the student identifies his/her own personal responsibilities for how this can be carried out safely and where the student’s scope of practice lies. Information literacy is required for researching the problem and possible solutions.
Communication: Communication skills are required in all areas of nursing practice. By practicing these skills in simulation and in the hospital setting, students develop ways to question patients professionally and effectively. Part of the skill assessment is how well students take a history of a health care issue and write up their findings. This is then documented in the electronic medical records. This requires students to clearly express their findings and their actions. 
Care of the OB Patient: Students provide care to obstetrics patients and their newborns for 8 weeks/semester. Students’ assessment of this part of their training always mentions their improvement in communicating with patients and ability to provide patient education. This requires improvement in communication skills, recognition of their role and responsibility in providing care, identifying patients’ educational and nursing needs, and knowing where to find the materials for patients. Upon discharge from the hospital, each patient needs instructions. All students were able to provide the recommended material, both verbally and in writing. This required accessing patient education materials from online resources, assessing their effectiveness, and sharing these with patients.
