	Through lectures and text materials, students were introduced to the history of law enforcement and its origins.  From the foundation of groups evolving into villages and later into larger cities and eventually states, the students are shown how society evolved the need for laws and the need for a way to enforce those laws with their citizens.   
Through small group exercises students were able to develop presentations about local law enforcement organizations, including their history, and present these to the class.  During presentations by the groups, it was evident the students understood the importance law enforcement has in our society for maintaining order and allowing the population to prosper and pursue their happiness.  

The students were also given a test that covered this material.  The average score was 87% for the class with no one failing this test.
