Demonstrate approved defense and control techniques as established by P.O.S.T. (ISL02, ISL03, ISL04, ISL05)

	3. Data results

	Students were introduced to each subject area by first: reading their Learning Domain materials that had been given to them at the beginning of the semester and second: being presented an in-depth lecture to reemphasize the materials and answer any questions they might have regarding the materials and the law.  
Students were also given practical exercises which required them to use the information and skills they had been taught in order to qualify over required P.O.S.T. testing courses and given scenarios for various criminal acts explored in the other Learning Domains.  The testing courses involved: day and night shooting, along with moving shooting and shotgun qualification course of fire.  The Defensive Tactics and Arrest and Control testing courses involved: baton use and employment, both collapsible and non-collapsible, take-downs and control holds, handcuffing techniques, multiple attackers, and continuous activity engagement.

These scenarios involved basic concepts which evolved into more advanced and complex thinking problems designed to help the student learn how to take the information and apply it to a given situation.  The student would then write an in depth crime or incident report, to learn how to document what they had done.
Students showed competency in these Learning Domains by their proficiency on standardized state examinations in each subject area.

	ILO 2:

Students are taught safety at every point along the training cycle.  Students are responsible for their own safety as well as the safety of their classmates and others.  This concept is being evaluated at every class and can disqualify a student if they fail to think properly.  In the classroom Learning Domains, the student must be able to understand what crime if any has occurred or is occurring is a fundamental requirement for all law enforcement officers. 

ILO 3:
Students were given information in a variety of ways; lectures, videos, scenarios, practical training and handout materials.  That information needed to be read, listened to, viewed, practiced and/or completed before the required class and/or testing date.  The students must do the majority of the reading and practicing outside the classroom.  There is very little time to wait for the student to complete the outside learning materials because they are quizzed both verbally and in writing about materials during the class sessions.   During the practical training classes the students are being tested throughout the entire process.  The students are given a class schedule and required to be both ready and aware of what is required of them on specific dates.

ILO 4:

The legal wording and requirements are precise and unbending.  The student learns the importance of accuracy and detail in documentation for proper enforcement of the law, but also how to provide the evidence for a successful prosecution if so needed.

ILO 5:

Students must be aware of how the materials they are studying affect our society and the way we live.  The study of law and of law enforcement is not just a memory exercise.  The law has mandates but it also has areas of interpretation.  When may they give a warning and when must they act.  This is fundamental for this type of training and is absolutely necessary for the student to understand.  How their actions will be viewed and judged by the public is just as important as knowing the material in a book.
