	3. Data results

Briefly summarize the data. (Please see instructions).
	Through lectures and text materials, students were introduced to the history of criminology and the various theories in practice today.  Utilizing current multimedia sources the class was given examples of various behaviors by criminals and how those behaviors can be interrupted in other societies throughout the world.  Deviance was also explored and how certain behaviors can deviate from what society feels is normal behavior, yet still be legal.  
Through small group exercises students were able to develop presentations about a particular theory and present these to the class.  During presentations by the groups, it was evident the students understood the differences between these theories and their place in modern study.  
The students were also given tests to determine how well they understood and retained the materials taught:  

SLO 1 the average score was 83% for the class with no one failing this test. 
SLO 2 the average score was 98% for the class with no one failing the test.

SLO 3 the average score was 89% for the class with no one failing the test.

	ILO 1:

While participating in the small group exercises and project development the students demonstrated their communications skills by presenting the final product of their work in front the class.  The test also emphasized the understanding of the materials presented and retention of that information for later use.

ILO 2:

While being presented with various scenarios involving crimes, the student must decide what theory of Criminology is being presented and how society has dealt with the problem.
ILO 3:
The students are presented lectures and slide shows to explain theories presented in the text, but the students are required to read the material and know what is covered in order to pass the required testing.  The students are also required to participate in small group exercises and to prepare a group presentation.  Each member of the group is given a specific task that must be accomplished for the entire group to succeed.
ILO 4:

While participating in the small group exercise, students used the course text, and information gained by doing “Ride-Alongs” with local law enforcement.  The test also emphasized the understanding of the materials presented and retention of that information for later use.
ILO 5:

During the course and especially this learning area, students were exposed to foundations of society and the law.  They were shown how these historical foundations have evolved into what we have today and how the law stabilizes and empowers the society they live in.  The students demonstrated this knowledge in their presentations.
