	Three (3) of the students did extremely well in this course, thus earning an “A” in the class.  They were able to: 1) Identify four blueprint symbols and learn their meaning and usage in blueprints; 2) Compare the identified symbols to symbols used in other countries in order to understand symbol standardization in the world; and 3) Measure a linear dimension using an architect scale to be able to interpret the actual measurement according to the scale being used. These students maintained a 4.0 average throughout the course.
Five (5) of the students achieved and met requirements above normal expectations in this class.  They earned a “B” in this course by demonstrating the ability to: 1) Identify four blueprint symbols and learn their meaning and usage in blueprints; 2) Compare the identified symbols to symbols used in other countries in order to understand symbol standardization in the world; and 3) Measure a linear dimension using an architect scale to be able to interpret the actual measurement according to the scale being used. Maintained a 3.0 average throughout the course.

Three (3) of the students met requirements of this course and satisfied class requirements, thus earning a “C” in this class.  They also were able to demonstrate the ability and met most of objectives such as: 1) Identify four blueprint symbols and learn their meaning and usage in blueprints; 2) Compare the identified symbols to symbols used in other countries in order to understand symbol standardization in the world; and 3) Measure a linear dimension using an architect scale to be able to interpret the actual measurement according to the scale being used. Their participation in was superb however, some test scores affected their overall grade but above all, passed the class satisfactorily.
