Thirteen (13) of the students did really well in this course and earned a “B” in the class. They were able to: 1) Identify and describe the two types of solar construction: Active and Passive; 2) Identify and describe the difference between internal and external heat factor in a residence; and 3) List and describe three different ways in which heat is transferred. They maintained a 3.0 average due to just falling short of an “A” on exams.

Only one student earned a “C” in the class with minimum requirements met. This student was also able to: 1) Identify and describe the two types of solar construction: Active and Passive; 2) Identify and describe the difference between internal and external heat factor in a residence 3) List and describe three different ways in which heat is transferred, but scored at standard on exams.

The class overall maintained a 3.16 GPA in this course.
