	Eighty-one students participated in the assessment of this SLO. Only 54% of these students turned out successful at distinguishing three variants of the –ed ending. After analyzing the questions included in the assessment, we concluded that beginning students have the most problem with hearing [d] and [id] sounds.

	No change needs to be implemented to the course outline. However, instructors should try and make students at this level more conscious about the rules of pronunciation of –ed endings. This awareness can be achieved through more pronunciation games and activities.

Subsequently, they can discuss past events in a way that’s not confusing to native-speakers.
