	Outcome 1:   Students will demonstrate an understanding of basic fundamental nursing skills, which will be evaluated through written examinations and ATI Fundamental exam 

Outcome 2:   Students will identify the ten 2010 National Patient Safety Goals (NPSGs), which will be evaluated by written exam and clinical observation. Students will be able to apply the NPGs in the clinical setting.

Outcome 3: Students will develop a nursing care plan applying the appropriate components of the nursing process, which will be evaluated by written exam and class presentation.


	3. Data results

	Outcome 1:  Students were given the Nursing Fundamentals ATI exam online. Students passed with a score ranking a high level 3, (equivalent to a test score or 92% in class), to level 1.  All students passed the ATI exam on the second attempt. 

Outcome 2: Students were able to verbally identify the ten 2010 National Patient Safety Goals (NPSGs), and correctly identify the NPSG on a written exam. A lecture presentation was given on the topic and reviewed in hospital orientation. All students were observed applying principals of safety measures in clinical practice related to the NPSGs. Discussion of NPSG done in post-conferences and careplans. All students met this goal satisfactory
Outcome 3: All but one student passed the written final exam with scores above 75%.  Students presented the nursing process based on a given scenario. The evaluation of the presentation scores were adequate, above 87%.  Application of the  nursing process was evaluated in the clinical setting through observation and medical records review.

	This will not change the curriculum. Nursing Fundamentals is an integral part of basic nursing. 

The NPSGs are also integrated into the healthcare delivery systems. It is a state and regulatory mandate for hospital personnel to comply with the national patient safety goals

Care Plans are developed through the utilization of the nursing process. Care plans are an integral part of nursing care. Students need to assess, identify client needs and formulate nursing diagnosis, identify appropriate outcomes and develop a care plan for delivering client care. Student nurses need to prioritize the plan of care and implement that plan care in the clinical setting.. Student nurses need to evaluate the outcomes and re-evaluate and change the care plan as needed.
