	100 percent of the students were introduced to interviewing by asking classmates biographical information used to complete field interview cards.  They then interviewed the victim of a petty crime.  Using the notes gathered from the victim, students wrote a simple crime report.  

Students were given exercises which required them to note the chronological order of specific events.  Then fashion those notes into sentences and paragraphs, thus completing a narrative crime report.

Students then advanced into more complex note taking and interviewing of victims and witnesses, utilizing videos and audio recordings.  They then wrote more in depth crime reports, which required them to reference their notes.

Students show competency in interviewing and note taking, as their reports accurately reflected the information presented.
70 percent of the students had a good understanding of the material.  These students understood the material enough to attained a passing grade in the course.  However, 25 percent of the of the student show mastery of the subject and attained an "A" as a letter grade. 

In addition, 30 percent of the students failed the course due to several reasons.  Most of the ten students that failed the course was because they failed to complete the course assignment or failed to attend the course.   70 percent of these students failed to turn in their assignments.  The Other 30 percent just failed to show up to the rest of the course.

	As the AJ Instructors networked together to assure the uniformity of the discipline, the consensus was to emphasize basic English writing skills (English 101) as a prerequisite before attending this Public Safety Communications (Report Writing) course. The Instructors are of the opinion students should be able to read, write, understand, comprehend law enforcement terminology and have English structure proficiency prior to enrolling in the course.  More hands on criminal response incidents should be added (on campus) simulations, so students can readily observe, analyze and interview reporting parties, victims, suspects and witnesses in a chronological manner.

	ILO1 = This course was establish effective communication.  The students had to communicate both orally and in writing.  The student had to interview people and then report the interview in a written form.

ILO2 = This course was establish critical thinking skills.  The students were tasked with using critical skills by gathering information from victims and witness to crime.  After gathering the information, the students would have to organize the facts in chronological order.  

ILO3 = This course was established to make the students to be responsible.  The students were assigned the assignments at the beginning and throughout the course.  All assignments were due at the end of the semester.   
ILO4 = This course was established to gather information of a crime.  the students needed to gather the information given to them by a victim, witness, or suspect.  After the information was gathered then the student needed to decipher the information to determined the importance of the information and how it related to the crime in hand.  The students compiles the information into chronological order and writes a complete and concise report.
