	SLO 1 = A total of 11 students were tested in this station. All 42 did end up passing. Students are allowed 3 attempts.
11 were able to pass on the first attempt= 100% 
SLO 2 = A total of 12 students were assigned this documentation assignment. 11 students completed the assignment within the allotted time. And meeting all 5 sections of the grading rubric. One student did not turn it in and later dropped.
SLO 3 = 11 students were tested in the oral station. Students are allowed 3 attempts.

8 passed 1st attempt (73%). 3 students (27%) with second chance.

	We were especially pleased with SLO 1 results. The check off sheet is brief but is a very crucial and basic skill  for any EMT.
SLO 3 is very nerve racking for students because it is a timed, face to face interview scenario. It was quite obvious that students who had the paper memorized were nervous but passed easily.
SLO 2 was satisfactory. Overall students did well, but several made little effort. The point value was increased but the effort was the same as last SLO.

SLO 2 = Students must observe a scenario, and re-create that scenario in a medical document. They must paint a picture to the hospital that was not at the scene. This a form of written communication.(ILO !)
SLO 3 = Students must correctly assess and treat a medical patient in this oral station (ILO 1). They must consider the information and use it to base their treatment and transport decisions.(ILO 2)
