	95 students participated in the assessment of this SLO. 70% of these students were successful at identifying the correct spelling of verbs ending with (-ing). After analyzing the questions included in the assessment, we concluded that beginning students have the most problems with verbs that need to have the consonant doubled before adding the –ing.

	No changes need to be implemented to the course outline. However, instructors should dedicate more time in explaining the rule that specifies what verbs need to have the consonant doubled. With the rule in mind, they’ll enhance their communication skills through grammatically correct writing. In addition, their critical thinking skills will also develop throughout the course of their writing endeavors because as they write, they will need to allocate the appropriate verb when writing sentences and paragraphs.
