A total of 63 students participated.  Twenty seven answered correctly, and 34 answered incorrectly.

	The assessment was administered at two different time periods in the semester.  One assessment was done in the middle of the semester, and the other was done towards the end of the semester.  
Based on the number of incorrect answers, the classroom instruction for past unreal situations needs to be started earlier in the semester in order to allow students enough time to process the information and produce the correct grammar.  

Since the past unreal is not as frequently used as the present unreal, we have submitted a change in the outcomes to include present and past unreal structures as one outcome.  The focus will be on the structures most commonly used.

Both ILO #1 and #2 are covered by asking this question.
