	3. Data results

	During the course students were introduced to four simple verb tenses in the Indicative mood: present, preterit, imperfect and future.  They were quizzed and wrote in class compositions using these verb tenses.  In addition, Section E of the final exam asked students to identify a series of conjugated verbs in the four different tenses.   This was a multiple-choice section and 73-74% of the class successfully identify and differentiated between theses tenses in the Indicative mood.  However, when students were asked to write sentences in the different tenses, the results were not as great.

Overall, most students were able to identify and distinguished between the different verb tenses in the Indicative Mood.  However, as the table shows, students have a harder time writing sentences in the required verb tense than when they see them already conjugated in a multiple choice format.  In a multiple Choice format, students successfully identified the present, preterite, imperfect and future verb tenses at a 73-74% rate.  When students had to write a sentence using a given verb (an irregular one) they did not perform well; only 21% of them successfully identified and conjugated these verb tenses. However, if we don’t take into account the deducted points for lack of accent marks or misspelling the verb, then their success rate increases to a 58%.

	We will spend more time in having students write sentences in the different verb tenses.  Writing exercises such as changing one sentence from the present to the preterite, identifying and discriminating verbs based on their tenses, etc. 
We will not necessarily change the curriculum only the strategies we have been using when presenting and practicing the different verb tenses in the indicative.
