	22 students fulfilled the requirements of a month long evaluation of their conceptual application of winning basketball strategies.  In daily competition, each participant was challenged to share the ball and cooperate on offense while hustling back on defense and communicating with team mates.  Each individual gained points only when his team won.  16 students posted increasingly positive success rates.  6 failed to improve their percentage above 50%.

	This was a very broad conceptual approach to understanding and applying productive basketball strategies to the art of winning.  The daily challenge of finding ways to win with a new set of team mates was at times very challenging and very frustrating.  Inevitably, physical ability and advanced skill levels often favored certain teams, outweighing even team work and enthusiasm.
