	Students were tested on basic volleyball fundamentals:  Passing, setting, serving and spiking, measuring the number of volleyballs out of 10 that were hit to a target area. Throughout the semester the students were given practice time to improve their skills. At the conclusion of the semester, the students were re-tested showing a vast improvement (over 50%) across the board on all skills. 

Students were given instruction and demonstration along with handouts containing information that will be on the final exam.
