	We assessed SLO number 2.  

Students were asked to prepare an oral presentation dealing with different Arab States.  Students research their countries and prepared their presentation on a Power Point format.  Since Arabic is a difficult language, it is not expected for students to deliver their presentation in Arabic, rather, students prepare and deliver their presentations in English.  14 out of 16 students delivered their presentations.  All of the presentations showed the ability to differentiate between different Arab States and their political systems.  In general, all of those who presented did a good job, 31% passed with an A; 38% received a B and the rest 19% earned a C.

	There will be a number of implementations for next semester.  We found that analyzing the data was a bit difficult because the instructor did not provided students with a guide or rubric that could help in knowing what exactly is expected from them.  In addition, assigning grades without some sort of guidelines seems to be less than ideal, it makes the student feel like the grading system is subjective.  For this reason, we will be incorporating a rubric and clear student guidelines that could help the students and the data analysis process.
