	72 students took the assessment.  There were 10 questions asked to see if they could produce the appropriate rising or falling intonation of Yes/No questions and Wh-questions.
5 questions were Yes/No questions.  The average score was 60.4 – or 84% correct.  

5 questions were Wh-questions.  The average score was 62.4 – or 87% correct.   

These results align with the course objectives which state that students should have competency (defined by 80% accuracy) in this area.
